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Technical Notes

The Life Insurance Payments, Face Value of Insurance, and Number of Policies for FY 2010 dataset provides three distinct data points broken out by state.  The three data points are:

1. The dollar amount of life insurance payments made in FY 2010 by state

2. The total face value of insurance in FY 2010 by state

3. The total number of policies in FY 2010 by state

Life insurance payments include disbursements such as death claims, cash surrenders, loans, and dividends.

The total face value of insurance is the face value of all insurance policies issued to policyholders in each state.

The total number of policies is the number of policies held by policyholders in each state.

The data is report at the state level, plus recipients in Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, Canada, the Philippines and other foreign countries.
